The Recipe of the Week is for Chocolate Chip 

Muffins!

2 cups flour, 1/2 cup sugar, 3 tsp. baking powder, 3/4 

cup mini chocolate chips and ½ tsp. salt

In a small bowl, combine:

¾ cup milk, 1/3 cup vegetable oil and 1 egg.

Stir together wet and dry ingredients until moistened 

(batter will be lumpy). Fill 12 muffin cups 2/3 full. 

Sprinkle tops with a mix of 3 tb. sugar and 2 tb. brown 

sugar before baking.

Bake at 400 degrees for 20-25 minutes.
